Manual Hoist Arm (HA)

FOR USE WITH BRANDSAFWAY SECTIONAL SCAFFOLD.
Fits open End and Mason style frames.

Please read and follow these instructions before installing, using or dismantling this
manual hoist arm.

Prior to Installation
1. User must check and verify that the existing structure can safely support all tie
loads imposed on it by the scaffold.

Product Inspection
1. Manual Hoist Arm, Gin Wheel and hoisting rope shall be inspected by a
competent person before each use and periodically during use.

2. If damage is found, immediately remove the item from service and replace with
a new component.
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Figure 1 — Hoist Arm Assembly
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Installation and Use

1. Erect scaffold as required by OSHA, CAN/CSA and BrandSafway instructional materials, available from BrandSafway.
2. Tie, Guy or otherwise stabilize scaffold at each hoist arm location.
3. Ensure all coupling pin snap buttons (SB), pigtail pins (PTP) or other locking devices are properly engaged.

4. Install the Manual Hoist Arm (HA) onto the coupling pin (CPS) of a pair of scaffold frames connected by a pair of cross
braces. See Figure 2.

5. Secure the manual hoist in place using included lock pin and Drop Pin (DP). See Figure 1.

6. Install gin wheel and reeve manila rope.

7. Once the load is hoisted to the working platform, the manual hoist arm can be swung inwards over the platform. The load
can then be lowered onto the platform.
